Precast steps at Eastern Esplanade

Removed the sand from Concord Beach to temporary storage at The
Cherries. It will be restored to the beach prior to completion.
Commenced the construction of the new beach access ramp at
Concord Beach, including driving steel sheet piles.

Continued the placement of OSA/LSA in Eastern Esplanade phase.
Commenced placement of OSA/LSA at Concord Beach.

Planted nine trees to the area next to Fisherman’s Corner.

Continued with the removal of the lower and upper haul roads and
access ramps in the Chapman Sands phase. A footpath section is now
open to the public.
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Reinstated area on the landside to
Marine Parade is how open

In the coming months, we will:

Open up further sections of the Chapman Sands phase footpath to
public access.

Continue with the placement of OSA/LSA for the Concord Beach phase.
Continue with the construction of new precast concrete beach access
steps in both the Concord Beach and Eastern Esplanade phases.
Complete the installation of the steel sheet pile wall associated with the
new beach access ramp at Concord Beach.

Our site will be closed from 20 December and will reopen on 2 January 2025.

We will not be operating machinery and there will be no deliveries during the Christmas
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Eastern Esplanade: closure due to take place on 10 December

On Tuesday, 10 December 2024, Eastern Esplanade is due to be closed from the junction of Seaview Road to our
compound, which is just past Beach House Gardens, from 5.30am to 6pm. The closure is necessary to facilitate the
demobilisation of a 30-metre-long reach excavator and to ensure the safety of the public and the workforce during
the equipment relocation. Unfortunately, there will be no alternative routes available during this period. We have
received permission for this closure from Essex County Council.

The red line on the map below shows where the closure area will be. Access for emergency service vehicles will be
maintained. There will be a pedestrian diversion in place and the details will be communicated in due course.
Please note that there will be signage indicating no waiting, loading, or stopping in the area. If you need to move
your vehicle on this day, please ensure it is parked outside the closure area before 5:30am on 10 December.

Removal of memorial benches
During the project, our site team has needed to temporarily remove the memorial = — - i ‘

benches along the seafront whilst carrying out works nearby.

We have currently removed the benches for the Chapman Sands and Concord Beach
phases of the project. Once we have completed our works, we will then replace the
benches as close to the original position as possible.
