Chestnut fencing vandalism

Over the past month we have:

• Commence the construction of a concrete capping beam to the steel 

sheet piles at Concord Beach. Continued the construction of the ramp.

• Continued construction of access track ramp at Chapman Sands.

• Continued with the installation of the new precast concrete beach 

access steps – construction of all remaining steps now ongoing.

• Continued the reinstatement of the landside embankment in the 

Chapman Sands phase.

In the coming months, we will:

• Finish the Chapman Sands phase, including landside reinstatement.

• Continue with the construction of the Chapman Sands access ramp.

• Continue with the construction of the new beach access ramp and 

concrete apron at Concord Beach.

• Continue with the construction of the remaining sets of precast 

concrete beach access step.

The chestnut fencing installed at 
Leigh Beck has recently been 
vandalised. Please inform the project 
team if you notice anything 
suspicious. 

The grass will take a few seasons to 
fully grow and needs ongoing care. 
We are monitoring growth, managing 
weeds, and ensuring soil health. 
Please avoid walking on these areas 
as it hinders regrowth and causes 
delays. These areas are crucial for 
developing a self-sustaining 
ecosystem.

From spring this year, the work on the 
revetment will draw to a close. At the 
end of April 2025, the Canvey Island 
Southern Shoreline Project webpage 
will no longer be available.
